The spreadsheets have a tab
for each sector (Primary, Secondary, Special and Central) which provides details for the
number of teachers of key subjects including EAL for each local authority.

For 2025, please refer to Tables 7.9, 8.9, 9.8 and 10.2.

For Q3 to Q5, we are seeking information about the type of support offered. For example, do
you have a small team of EAL teachers who go out to classes in primary or secondary? Do
they give one to one pupil support? Do they act as knowledge base for teachers across the
authority, e.g. Delivering training etc.? Some local authorities do not give bespoke EAL
support to its ELC settings, others provide guidance so some information about ELC would
be helpful.

Early Learning and Childcare settings’ access to EAL Support.

e Within our Early Learning and Childcare (ELC) Inclusion team we have 10 Early
Years Officers who signpost settings to EAL support for individual children. There is a
clear focus on increasing capacity within ELC teams through career long professional
learning for all staff.

e Within the ELC Inclusion team we have a Request for Support and audit process
where an ELC settings can apply to. There is an expectation that universal supports
are already in place for all learners. Additional support can be provided to settings via
the central team. Rather than 1:1 support the focus would be on inclusion for all
learners.

e The ELC team offer a breadth of training, bespoke to individual settings and with a
particular focus on developing universal supports for all children.

e The City of Edinburgh Council’s ELC team provide guidance and signposting. There
is an expectation that practitioners improve their practice through career long
professional learning in line with an inclusive approach.

The Teachers are based in one of the schools in
the learning community and line-managed by a Head Teacher from one of the
schools.
